





SERVING VETERANS

Through a combination of United Way’s internal initiatives and investments in community partners, efforts
across Forsyth County supported 1,330 veterans and their family members during the reporting period.

United Way funded programs served 829 veterans through services that address housing stability, health
care access, financial security, legal advocacy, food access, and workforce readiness, while the Supportive

Services for Veteran Families (SSVF) program, an internal initiative, served 501 individuals across 255

households, helping very low income veterans and their families secure safe housing through case
management, financial assistance, and rapid rehousing support. Together, these coordinated efforts reflect
a community-wide commitment to ensuring that veterans have access to the resources, stability, and
opportunities needed to build healthy, independent lives.

A Story from Our Community

When engaging in the community, especially when putting in time in a housing case, you begin to realize how connected

we all are. How a moment can intertwine with another.

A veteran originally began in Supportive Services for Veteran
Families (SSVF) as a participant in need of permanent housing
for himself and his children as well as furniture and
transportation for work. Although he was employed for

the majority of the time he participated, the concern was
maintaining enough stability to cover household expenses.

After moving the family into a rental duplex in Greensboro,
the focus shifted to rental assistance, while also securing the
necessities, until the client became self-reliant. Mattresses
and furniture made the place feel more like a home. For

transportation, the client carpooled with the client’s coworkers
until he was able to qualify and obtain a minivan from the
Wheels of Hope in 2024. By 2025, the client was ready to leave
the program and did not need any more assistance.

The story did not end there. While United Way was working
on another case—precuring an apartment in one of the local
rental communities for a veteran family-the former client was
rediscovered working as a rental property manager. He still
remembers the Salvation Army and SSVF and says everything

has been very productive since exiting the program.




ECONOMIC MOBILITY

Owning a home can feel out of reach, but United Way of Forsyth County’s support of Experiment in
Self-Reliance’s Individual Development Account Program helps first-time buyers gain financial stability.
During FY24-25, 3,522 individuals benefited from financial literacy, job support, and homeownership
counseling; 154 people obtained jobs, Volunteer Income Tax Assistance prepared 1,691 returns,
securing more than $1.6 million in federal refunds, including $367,000 in Earned Income Tax Credits

and more than $219,000 in Child Tax Credits.

A Story from Our Community

The New Century Individual Development Account (IDA)
program provides financial literacy training for low- to
moderate-income residents of Forsyth County, preparing
participants to become first time homebuyers or to
expand small businesses through disciplined saving and
individualized coaching.

Ms. Cis a lifelong Forsyth County resident who had always
dreamed of owning a home but was unsure how she

could afford one. She learned about the New Century IDA
Homeownership Program after overhearing a conversation and
decided to attend an orientation session at Experiment in Self
Reliance (ESR). Receiving her acceptance letter and signing the
final paperwork marked an exciting and affirming milestone in
her journey toward homeownership.

While Ms. C is highly self-motivated, she shared that having
an IDA Success Coach walk alongside her has been essential.
She realized this was not a journey she needed to take alone.
The guidance of the IDA team and the financial literacy
classes offered through ESR provided her with practical
tools and a deeper understanding of budgeting, saving, and
homeownership preparation. She has applied these lessons
consistently while building savings toward her future home.

Now firmly on track with her budget, Ms. C describes a renewed
sense of clarity and peace. Saving has given her a feeling of
security, self-reliance, and pride. As she shared, “l understand
better ways to plan for my future, and | am more prepared

for emergencies.” For others pursuing homeownership, she
encourages them to fully engage in the program, noting that it
offers valuable knowledge and support that extend far beyond
the financial match.

infrastructure. Each initiative is designed to improve
coordination, enhance data utilization, and deliver measurable
outcomes across multiple sectors.

This portfolio operates as an extension of United Way’s
investment strategy, targeting areas where collective action
and systems alignment can yield the highest community return.
The Data Sharing Project continues to enhance educational
outcomes by equipping partner agencies with actionable
insights and performance metrics.

Ride United improves transportation access and food security
through technology-driven logistics partnerships. Initiatives
such as the Forsyth Rapid Rehousing Collaborative, Siemer
Family Stability Program, and Trauma Informed Systems of
Care advance housing stability, financial resilience, and trauma-
informed capacity across the human services network.

Through these internal initiatives, United Way directly reached
approximately 9,500 individuals during the 2024-25 reporting
period, delivering measurable improvements in access,
coordination, and stability. Together, these efforts demonstrate
how United Way applies data, strategy, and partnership to drive
systemic impact and strengthen the overall effectiveness of the
county’s nonprofit response network.
